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JUDGE HALTS US PREZ: Judge halts federal penalties against
University of California in dispute over campus policies

Trump can’t cut funding of
California Univ: Federal judge

The Trump administration
cannot immediately cut fed-
eral funding to the University
of California or issue fines
against the school system over
claims it allows antisemitism
and other forms of discrimina-
tion, a federal judge ruled Fri-
day.

US District Judge Rita Lin in
San Francisco granted a pre-
liminary injunction sought by
labor unions and other groups
representing UC faculty, stu-
dents and employees.

Messages sent to the White
House and the US Department
of Justice were not immedi-
ately returned.

The unions argue in a law-
suit that the administration is
using funding cuts, and the
threat of cuts, to silence oppos-

ing viewpoints at UC in viol-
ation of the Constitution and
federal law. President Donald
Trump has decried elite col-
leges as overrun by liberalism
and antisemitism.

His administration has
launched investigations of
dozens of universities, claiming
they have failed to end the use
of racial preferences in violation
of civil rights law. The Repub-
lican administration says diver-
sity, equity and inclusion efforts
discriminate against white and
Asian American students.

Over the summer it fined
the University of California,
Los Angeles $1.2 billion and
froze research funding after
accusing the school of allowing
antisemitism on campus.
UCLA was the first public uni-
versity to be targeted by the
administration over allegations
of civil rights violations.

It has also frozen or paused VAN CE baCkS
federal funding over similar - *
claims against private colleges, Trump Putin
including Columbia University. talks
University of California Presi- ~ US Vice President JD

dent James B. Milliken has said
the size of the UCLA fine would
devastate the UC system,
whose campuses are viewed as
some of the top public colleges
in the nation. Messages sent to
the White House and the US
Department of Justice were
not immediately returned.

Pakistan continues to fuel dis-
cord between Hindus and
Sikhs in India by using Khalis-
tani elements through its in-
telligence agencies to further
its agenda, a report high-
lighted on Saturday.

It added that while Pakistan
presents itself as “a friend and
supporter” of Sikhs while at
the same time funding and
backing Khalistani separatists
to carry out activities that
damage the reputation of
Sikhs worldwide.

According to a report in
Khalsa Vox, Pakistan has
once again exposed its inten-
tions by humiliating and
sending back Hindu pilgrims
who had travelled to Nan-
kana Sahib in Punjab prov-
ince for the celebrations
marking Guru Nanak Dev’s
birth anniversary.

“In a recent incident,
around 14 Hindu devotees —
including eight from Delhi
and others from Lucknow —
who were part of a group
travelling to Nankana Sahib
for the religious event, were
insulted and sent back by
Pakistani authorities,” a re-
port detailed.

Hindu pilgrims said Pakis-
tani officials prevented them
from boarding the bus to
Nankana Sahib, saying, “You
are Hindus. You cannot go
with the Sikh group”, and
compelled them to walk
back towards the Indian
border.

President Donald Trump says
he will move ahead with a
lawsuit against the BBC, even
after the broadcaster apolo-
gised for incorrectly editing
his January 6, 2021 speech ina
2024 documentary.

Trump said he plans to sue
for “between a billion and 5
billion dollars,” accusing the
BBC of altering his words and
creating a misleading impres-
sion.

The BBC admitted the edit
gave the false impression that
Trump directly called for viol-
ence, calling it an “error of
judgment,” but ruled out pay-
ing compensation. The con-
troversy has already led to the
resignation of BBC Director
General Tim Davie and its
head of news.

Trump said he feels “obli-
gated” to pursue legal action
to prevent similar incidents in
the future. The BBC maintains
that despite the regrettable
edit, there is no basis for a
defamation claim.

Taliban says US drones patrolling Afghan skies

Taliban spokesperson Zabi-
hullah Mujahid has said that
US drones continue to pa-
trol the skies of Afghanistan,
entering from the airspace
of "some neighbouring
countries”, and violating

Afghanistan's sovereignty.
Afghan media on Satur-
day extensively reported
Zabihullah Mujahid's inter-
view given to the Iranian
state broadcaster IRIB
where he repeated the Tali-
ban's call for the drone
flights to end, saying they
must be stopped "as soon as

possible” while describing
them as a breach of Afghan-
istan's airspace.

He said that Taliban auth-
orities have raised their ob-
in the limited
meetings available to them.

"Mujahid did not specify
which neighbouring
country's airspace the
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drones reportedly crossed
before entering Afghanis-
tan, although he has pre-
viously accused Pakistan of
providing access to US air-
craft. Mujahid said the Tali-
ban had implemented 70
per cent of their pro-
grammes during their four
years in power.
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heading the Security Council’s
committee on  sanctions
against the Taliban and co-
chairing the counter-terror-
ism panel, citing conflicts of
interest.

Council members must be
prevented from chairing com-
mittees when they have
“vested interests”, India’s Per-
manent Representative P Har-
ish said on Friday at the
Council debate on its working
methods.

"Obvious and outright con-
flicts of interest can have no
place in the Council”, he said

He did not name Pakistan,
which is an elected member of
the Council serving a two-year
term, or the Taliban sanctions
committee or the counter-ter-
rorism panel, but it was ob-
vious who and which
committees he was referring
to.

The panel known as the
1988 committee after the ser-
ial number of the resolution
creating it, has the power to
ban travel by Taliban
members and the visit of
Afghanistan’s Foreign Minister
Amir Khan Muttaqi to India,
which finally took place last
month, had faced delays be-
cause of hitches in getting a
travel waiver.

Pakistan is locked in a con-
flict with Taliban-led Afghan-
istan and there have been
skirmishes between their
forces.

Pakistan is the co-chair of
the counter-terrorism com-

mittee while providing a safe
haven to several terrorist
groups and leaders, including
those sanctioned by the UN.

“Selection of Chairs of sub-
sidiary bodies and pen-hol-
derships needs to be carried
out in a more transparent, ob-
jective and time bound
manner”, Harish said.

The subsidiary bodies are
the Council committee dol-
ing out sanctions or dealing
with specific issues, while
“pen-holders” are the
members of the Council en-
trusted with primary re-
sponsibilities for certain
countries and issues.

Harish also called for rip-
ping off the veil of secrecy
shrouding the working of
the Security Council’s anti-
terrorism committees and
the selection of their chairs.

“There must be greater

transparency in the func-
tioning of the subsidiary or-
gans”, he said.
