PM also released a special 
commemorative coin on the 
occasion of the 300th birth 
anniversary of Devi Ahilya-
bai Holkar. The coin bears an 
embossed image of Ahilya-
bai, paying tribute to her en-
during legacy.  

Praising the role of 
women in Operation Sin-
door, Modi highlighted the 
exemplary courage of BSF 
women personnel deployed 
along the Rajasthan and Gu-
jarat borders. “From com-
mand and controls to 
destroying enemy posts, BSF 
women showed outstanding 
bravery,” he said. 

He emphasised the grow-
ing role of women in national 
defence, education, and pol-
icy-making.

yesterday. Girls are now serv-
ing at the forefront in Army, 
Navy and Air Force, includ-
ing as fighter pilots and on 
warships like INS Vikrant. 

He said that two Navy 
women have completed 250 
days of sea voyage, which is a 
tough task, and women are 
now a strong shield of the na-
tion in anti-Naxal and anti-
terror operations. 

Highlighting government 
initiatives, Modi said efforts 
are on to enhance girls’ par-
ticipation in policymaking. 
“Thousands of girls are now 
becoming scientists, doctors, 
engineers and pilots. In 
Chandrayaan-3, more than 
100 women scientists and en-
gineers contributed,” he said. 

He also paid tribute to 
Devi Ahilyabai Holkar on her 
300th birth anniversary, 
praising her social reforms 
and temple restoration. 

 

Inaugurates... 
The government has pledged 
to turn three crore women 
into 'LakhpatiDidis'. Under 
the NAMO Drone Scheme, 
more than 1.5 crore women 
have already become 
LakhpatiDidis. He also said 
that number of girls studying 
maths and science is rising 
rapidly.

Speaking to IANS, Indore 
Mayor Pushyamitra Bhar-
gava said, “This metro will 
significantly boost Indore's 
development.

HC rejects... 
Represented by Senior Ad-
vocate Kapil Sibal, Yadav 
sought to quash the FIR, ar-
guing that the CBI failed to 
obtain mandatory prior ap-
proval before proceeding 
with its inquiry. He con-
tended that while approval 
was secured for others, it was 
not obtained in his case. 

The trial court is sched-
uled to commence argu-
ments on charge framing on 
June 2. 

 

CDS admits... 
Gen Chauhan: “ Absolutely 
incorrect. That is not in-
formation which is impor-
tant. What is important is 
why they went down. That is 
more important for us and 
what did we do after that. 
That's more important.” 

Previously, the closest New 
Delhi came to acknowledg-
ing aircraft losses was when  
Indian Air Force's Director 
General of Air Operations, 
Air Marshal AK Bharti, 

shrugged away a question on 
aircraft losses saying  "losses 
are a part of combat" and 
said all IAF pilots returned 
"home safely".  He made the 
remarks at a media briefing 
on May 11 in responding to a 
question on Pakistan's claim 
of downing Indian jets.  

 

US defence... 
“We do not seek conflict with 
Communist China. We will 
not instigate, subjugate, or 
humiliate,” he said. “But we 
will not be pushed out of this 
critical region. And we will 
not allow our allies — includ-
ing India — to be bullied.” 

He accused Beijing of ac-
tively preparing for an in-
vasion of Taiwan, describing 
the threat as “real and poten-
tially imminent.” He warned 
that Chinese military drills 
increasingly resemble a 
blockade rehearsal of the 
self-governing island, which 
Beijing claims and the US has 
pledged to defend. 

Hegseth said the Pentagon 
is expanding its space-based 
missile defences in response 
to China’s advances in hyper-
sonic weaponry and satellite 
capabilities, as well as its 
militarisation of artificial is-
land. 

 

Colombia U-
turn... 
"I expressed India's view of 
recent events and voiced dis-
appointment at Colombia's 
statement on 8 May convey-
ing 'heartfelt condolences' to 
Pakistan," he said. 

"The Minister assured me 
that the statement had been 
withdrawn and that our 
position was now properly 
understood and strongly 
supported," the Congress MP 
added. 

At a media briefing on 
Thursday, Tharoor voiced his 
deep disappointment over 
Colombia offering condol-
ences for the loss of lives in 
Pakistan following India's 
military actions. 

However, there was no of-
ficial word from New Delhi 
on Colombia's position fol-
lowing India's Operation Sin-
door and its withdrawal of 
the statement. 

 

Musk shows... 
Donald Trump has once 
again claimed credit for fa-
cilitating a truce between 
India and Pakistan, high-
lighting his diplomatic in-
fluence. In a recent 
statement, Trump expressed 
pride in his role in promot-
ing peace in the region. 
Meanwhile, Elon Musk ad-
dressed an injury he sus-
tained—a black eye—which 
he humorously attributed to 
playful roughhousing with 
his five-year-old son, X Æ A-
Xii, clarifying it happened far 
from France and adding a 
light-hearted remark about 
the situation. 

 

Centre to... 
It is this very force that has 
built our nation, recognising 
and uplifting this strength is 
essential to moving our 
country forward,” said Man-
daviya.

The Congress asked the gov-
ernment on Saturday to truth-
fully tell the country what 
losses were suffered during 
the four-day conflict with Pak-
istan after Chief of Defence 
Staff Gen Anil Chauhan ac-
knowledged aircraft loss in 
the hostilities. 

Gen Chouhan, however, 
dismissed as "absolutely in-
correct" Islamabad's claim of 

downing six Indian jets. 
Latching on to the com-

ment by the chief of defence 
staff (CDS), Congress leader 
Uttam Kumar Reddy said the 
country wanted to know 
whether any aircraft were 
downed during the conflict, 
especially in the wake of the 

CDS' "admission". 
Congress general secretary 

Jairam Ramesh said that on 
July 29, 1999, the Vajpayee 
government set up the Kargil 
Review Committee under the 
chairmanship of "India's stra-
tegic affairs guru K Subrah-
manyam, whose son is now 

our external affairs minister". 
This was just three days 

after the Kargil war ended, he 
said. 

"The committee submitted 
its detailed report five months 
later. The report titled 'From 
Surprise to Reckoning' was 
then laid on the Table of both 
Houses of Parliament on Feb-
ruary 23, 2000, after the 
necessary redactions. 

‘Those seeking proof should go to Pak’ 

After Congress demanded proof of India's 
counter-terror 'Operation Sindoor' following the 
Pahalgam terror attack, Union Minister Giriraj 

Singh delivered a sharp rebuttal to the grand old party. 
"Some people in this country, including Congress, are 
still part of the 'Tukde-Tukde' gang and are speaking the 
language of Pakistan," he said. "If they want proof, let 
them go to Pakistan and ask their Prime Minister. They 
will get the proof there - in the form of destroyed terror-
ist hideouts, shattered airbases, and the panic visible in 
their meetings," Union Minister Singh said. 

Insta influencer nabbed 
over post on Op Sindoor

Kolkata police has arrested a 
22-year-old female Instagram 
influencer, who allegedly up-
loaded a video with com-
munal comments, claiming 
Bollywood actors were silent 
on Operation Sindoor, a 
source said on Saturday. 

The woman, a resident of 
Kolkata's Anandapur area, en-
rolled in Pune's Law Univer-
sity, was arrested in Gurugram 
on Friday night. 

She was produced at a court 
in Kolkata on Saturday which 

sent her to judicial custody till 
June 13 after her bail petition 
was rejected. The accused 
woman has been booked 
under relevant sections for 
promoting enmity between 
different groups, malicious 
acts intended to outrage relig-
ious feelings, apart from inten-
tional insult, provoking breach 
of peace, a Kolkata Police of-
ficer said. According to the 
local police sources, Shar-
mishtha Panoli was arrested 
for making a post on Insta-
gram in which she alleged that 
the Hindi film actors were si-
lent on Operation Sindoor. 

‘Tiger man’ Valmik Thapar dies
NEW DELHI: Valmik Thapar, 
one of India's most eminent 
wildlife conservationists and 
authors, died at his residence 
Saturday morning. He was 73. 

Born in New Delhi in 1952, 
Thapar dedicated his life to the 
study and conservation of wild 
tigers, especially in Rajasthan's 
Ranthambore National Park. 

He co-founded the Ran-
thambhore Foundation in 

1988, a non-governmental or-
ganisation focused on commu-
nity-based conservation 
efforts. 

Congress leader Jairam Ra-
mesh termed his death a great 
loss. "Today's Ranthambore, 
particularly, is a testimony to 
his deep commitment and in-
defatigable zeal. He was un-
commonly knowledgeable 
on a variety of issues relating 

to biodiversity, and not a day 
passed during my Ministerial 
tenure without our talking to 
each other, with me almost al-
ways at the receiving end," Ra-
mesh posted on X. 
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
